CLASSIFICATION TALK

We inducted Rtn Carlo Allaria on the 13th Feb 2012
and already on 20th Feb, the next week he was given the
task of talking to us on his classification: Consultancy &
Service-Building.

The topic he spoke to us was “Green Automated
Technology Mechanised Parking System”, a topic which
is related to the main business of his consultancy work.

Speaker’s CV

Rtn Carlo is from Italy and his specialty is on reinforced
concrete calculation. He obtained his degree as a Surveyor
from the Carlo Cattaneo Institute, Milan in 1952 and since
then he had been busy in his career in Italy, France, the
Middle Eastern countries and Malaysia. He is a member
of a number of professional bodies including that of the
Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs (Cooperation Sector)
and the Chiavaris Court of Justice, Italy as a Technical
Expert. He had carried out many types of construction
projects in different capacities such as a site manager, site
engineer, general manager and technical adviser and had
constructed buildings for telephone exchanges, schools,
factories, hospitals and many others. He is currently a
share holder of his companies the LGS Italian General
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Services and TEKITAL Sdn Bhd where he acts as the
Managing Director as well as a Technical Consultant.
In Nov 2008 he was elected as the 1st President of the
Malaysian Italian Chamber of Commerce and Industry.
